What is the Role of a school Traffic Warden>
What does Mrs Appleby do? 
She ensures that primary school children 
safely cross public roads on their way to/from school safely. 

What does Mrs Appleby wear? 
A distinctive uniform (a white coat, with a black and white hat). 
What does Mrs Appleby carry? 
She carries a distinctive sign -  
[a white disc with a red border and 
the words "Stop" in the centre]
What power does Mrs Appleby have? 
She has the power to exhibit the sign 
thereby requiring all traffic 
to stop and remain stopped 
to enable school children to cross the road in safety. 

Must Traffic remain stopped?
Traffic must remain stopped 
as long as the Warden exhibits the Sign.

Who else can stop the Traffic?
Mrs Appleby and the Gardai are 
the only people [officials] in Ireland 
who have the authority 
to stop other vehicles on public roads.

Who trained Mrs Appleby to be a school Traffic Warden?

She was trained by the Gardai, 
with a refresher course at regular intervals

This was the job of Mrs Catherine Appleby. 
Who has served the Boys and Girls school 
for approximately 40 years as the School Warden. 

A most important Job.
I am sure that Mrs Appleby 
has seen many changes in her 40 years, 
including no doubt, 
the huge increase in the number of vehicles 
using the Glasheen Road.

The law governing the appointment of School Traffic Wardens is (Section 96) of the Road Traffic Act, 1961. 

School Traffic Wardens usually work in the mornings, at lunchtime and in the evenings when children are most likely to cross the road to go to/from school

Junior School Warden service is designed to provide safe crossing facilities in the vicinity of primary schools in provincial towns and villages where a 50 km/h. speed limit applies adjacent to the school. 
The Junior School Warden Scheme has been operating in Ireland since 1969. 
Its' continued success is due to the dedication, hard work and co-operation of all involved in its' implementation, including Garda trainers, school principals, local authorities and most importantly, the pupils themselves. 

If a school wishes to be assessed for suitability to partake in this scheme a written application must be submitted to the Roads and Transportation Unit. On receipt of a request for the introduction of a Junior School Warden Scheme, a preliminary examination is carried out by the Council's Road Safety Officer, in consultation with the local Area Engineer, Gardai and other engineering staff to assess traffic and safety factors. Agreement to the scheme is sought from the Gardai, Area Engineer, School Management Board, the School Principal and parents of the children involved. The Council sponsor the scheme and provide the Wardens' uniforms, road markings, signage, etc. Training is carried out by members of the Gardai and Certificates are presented to the Wardens on completion of training.

In the school year, 2006/2007, six schools in County Galway are taking part in the Scheme.  

The Council also organises an annual Regional Junior School Warden Competition. The Competition involves schools in Galway County and City and schools in other local authorities in the Connacht area. Prizes are awarded to the best school team on the day
