Mahon is the birthplace of Wayne Sherlock 
(born 21 June 1978) of the 
Blackrock H&F Club and Cork Hurling Team, 
his honours include:

(now called Cork City Council) 
opened Ireland's first purpose made

(after a long-serving local councillor).
