Doras opened in 2002 under the umbrella of the Rehabilitative Training Services in COPE Foundation. 

It is designed to meet the needs of people as having a mild intellectual disability and requiring particular and specific supports to enter the world of work. 

The focus of Doras Training is on providing people with the necessary work, social and life skills to enable them to participate fully in the community such as Employment skills, Personal Development, Functional Education, Life & Social Skills and Computers. 

Each trainee has an individual training plan designed around their own strengths and needs.

It is accredited by FETAC to offer programmes leading to awards in the National Framework of qualifications.

Many parents attended the award ceremony on Friday, 4th July 2008 to watch the presentation to seven graduates receiving their richly deserved Fetac and other certificates.

Marion Hennessey introduced the Graduate of the Year Claire Cronin to whom I presented a plaque.
Mr Barney Callaghan from the President’s Award also presented the Bronze Medal to 13 participants. 

Presentation of photos of the Job Shadow Initiative was presented to trainees three of whom spoke about their experiences at work.
Some trainees from Doras have gone on to access mainstream courses. 
Doras, through the intervention of training staff, continues to build up links with employers and community bodies. 

Other initiatives are The Presidents Award and links with mainstream 3rd level colleges such as Trinity College Dublin and UCC. 

Doras has recently entered into partnerships with Cork City and County Council and is providing advice to the Councils on recruiting people with disabilities.

Rotary Clubs are very active with dedicated members working on many projects throughout each year. 
The Chilean Ambassador to Ireland Ms Cecilia MacKenna paid a courtesy visit to City Hall on Tuesday 8th July. She explained her connections to Ireland. Six generation Irish. Don Juan Mac Kenny who was born in Monahan in 1771 was the co-liberator of Chile. 
She was Taoiseach of the Mac Kenna clan in Ireland 2004-2206. 
For those with an interest in geography, the long thin line of Chile instils great curiosity. Chile stretches over 4,300 km (2,700 mi) along the south-western coast of South America, a distance roughly the same as that from San Francisco to New York, or Edinburgh to Baghdad. At the same time, its width never exceeds 240 km (150 mi), making the country more than eighteen times longer than its widest point.

Surrounded on three sides by virtually impassable barriers, Chile's rich central valley remained largely unknown to the outside world until the middle of the fifteenth century, when the Incas began their great conquests of much of the continent.

In 1541, the Spaniard Pedro de Valdavia crossed into the central valley, having followed the Inca road south from Peru. He founded Santiago in February, and soon afterward crossed into Mapuche domains and established strongholds there.
