He was regarded as Ireland's National Poet, on a par with Scotland's Robbie Burns and America's Stephen Foster,
His songs of love and loss, friendship and politics, inspired by the traditional airs collected by Edward Bunting were very popular and are still sung regularly.

To face an audience of expectant teenagers or children, hanging on your every word is not an easy feat but all volunteers faced this head on and overcame their fears.

"I believe we can come through this examinership pro​cess, because FORAS and the rest of the supporters are determined to save the club.
